	How does our vision impact our SEND practice at Parish? 


	Inspired by our Church school vision, we use our core four values to guide all aspects of our thinking and practice. Below is an explanation of how the core four impacts this report.
Dignity: We adapt our practice to meet all pupils’ needs to ensure equity within our provision.
Community: We liaise with external agencies and parents to ensure that we are an inclusive community and provide opportunities for all pupils.
Hope: We use reasonable adjustments for our pupils to support them to access the curriculum and enable them to maximise their potential.
Wisdom: We access regular training to enhance our knowledge to ensure that we meet the needs of our pupils and that every child can reach their potential.

	A whole school approach 
	High quality first teaching and a full curriculum offer with additional intervention and reasonable adjustments ensure a high-quality whole school provision. We embed our high expectations among staff to promote quality first teaching and the application of reasonable adjustments and personalised approach to teaching and learning.

	What should I do if I think my child has special educational needs?
	Talk to your child’s class teacher in the first instance to share your concerns.  Please don’t wait until teacher consultations, we operate an open door policy where we work together to support your child. 

	How will the school respond to my concern?  
	Class teachers will share concerns by speaking to the SENDCOs to seek advice.  A meeting may then be held with any staff members and you to discuss concerns and next steps.

Your child might receive additional support and be added to the SEND register (you will be informed if they are) 

Outside agencies might be requested to assess and/or make observations of your child.

	How will the school decide if my child needs extra support? 
	Teacher assessments and termly pupil progress meetings could identify if your child is working below age related expectations. Discussions with external agencies may raise concerns, such as health professionals. Discussions with feeder nursery schools (for new EYFS starters).  Discussions with parents/carers about concerns. 

	What will the school do to support my child? 


	Targeted  intervention will be put in place to support your child, based on assessment of their needs.  This will be reviewed regularly. Depending on the need of your child they could work in a small group or have individualised support.  
Targets will be set and progress will be monitored by the class teacher and SENCO at regular review meetings, which parents/carers are invited to attend and share their views.  The views of the child will also be gathered. The process of providing support is through an Assess, Plan, Do, Review Cycle. 

The SENCO and Class Teacher will track the intervention and parents/carers will be informed if a child is making limited progress



	Who will support my child in school?

	Class Teacher
	Monitor and assess your child and set targets to support them with their learning. Will be ultimately responsible for the effectiveness and the delivery of the intervention, working alongside Teaching Assistants. 

	SENCO (Mrs K Arnold/ Mrs A Marshall)
	Liaise with outside agencies to ensure the correct support is provided.
Make referrals to outside agencies, where necessary.
Direct staff to ensure that targets set can be met.
Plan the interventions. 
Lead review meetings. 

	Teaching Assistants in class
	Day to day support with the children (working in groups/1:1).
The teaching assistant might provide additional provision/intervention e.g. handwriting, reading.

	Specialised teaching Assistants 
	Some of our teaching assistants have had specialist training for different interventions e.g. speech and language and social and emotional support.

	Pastoral Lead/Pastoral Worker 
	Offer support for social and emotional needs. 
Also offer support to parents/carers with emotional and practical advice as well as signposting parents towards outside agencies who can offer support outside of school.

	What support will there be for my child’s emotional and social well-being?
	All staff build up a strong positive relationship with the pupils. 

We employ a school counsellor to work with children where appropriate. 

We have 2 trained ELSA’s; Miss Brown and Mrs Austin who work with children to help remove children’s social and emotional barriers to learning. Working with children on a 1:1 or small group basis to provide additional emotional and behavioural support. 

Mindfulness activities are done in class to help children understand and cope with their emotions. 

Circle time is used in all classes to promote speaking, listening, empathy, working together and following social rules. 

Regulation breaks take place regularly in all classes. 

	How will my child be involved in the process and be able to contribute their views?


	Review meetings always take note of children’s views, and they contribute to their own targets. 

Passports are developed with these pupils views to ensure all adults can be supported with how best to work with your child. 
Individual Education Plans (IEPs) are developed including your child’s views
Social scripts may be used with your child to support their needs.
Proud books may be used to share communication between school and home.
Scripts may be developed to ensure that staff communicate in a way that meets your child’s needs.

	How will the curriculum be matched to my child’s needs? 


	When planning lessons teachers make reasonable adjustments to activities so that all children in the class can access the curriculum and fulfil their potential. All children learn differently and teachers take that into account making sure that the lessons meet a range of needs.

ICT might be used to support children’s learning. 

Learning/talk Partners are used regularly to support and challenge learners.
Carpet spaces/ seating for learning is organised to support achievement for all. 

Concrete apparatus may scaffold learning E.G. Numicon, Hundred squares, Number lines, Alphabet strips, sound mats, spelling cards. 

Visual aids may be used to support where needed E.G. visual timetables, working walls, word mats

The provision in classes may be enhanced to meet needs.
Interventions may be planned to offer additional support.
Adults use scaffolding to support children to access the curriculum, developing their independence. 

	How is behaviour supported in school?
	If your child has specific difficulties regarding behaviour the Lincolnshire Ladder of Behavioural Intervention will be followed.

Step 1 - Pastoral Support Plan (PSP) will be put into place. This will outline targets and support in order to help a child improve their social, emotional and behavioural skills. These targets will be adhered to by the relevant staff and any necessary interventions will be put into place to support your child. The PSP will be reviewed regularly with the child, parents/carers and relevant members of staff.  

Step 2 - If behaviour issues continue despite intervention, a referral to the Behaviour Outreach Support Service (BOSS) will be contacted to request further support and advice. A child will be assigned a BOSS worker who will establish targets and will come and work with the child in school. 
Step 3- A referral can be made for a 16 week intervention placement at an alternative provision. 

	What opportunities will there be for me to discuss my child’s attainment and achievement? How will I know how well my child is progressing? 


	Appointments can be made with your child’s class teacher or with the SENCO.

Here to help sessions with the SENCO and Pastoral Lead are held termly.

There are teacher consultations three times a year, where you can discuss your child’s achievements, needs, support and next steps. 

A school report is sent out at the end of the academic year.

If an outside agency has been involved with your child you will be sent a copy of any observations or reports that they have made. Parents/carers can arrange meetings with class teachers and SENCOs to discuss any observations and reports that have been received. 

If your child has an education and Health Care Plan (EHCP) then a formal meeting will take place to discuss your child’s achievements and a report will be written (annual review). 

	How does the school know how well my child is doing?


	Standardised assessments (completed by outside agencies) give a clear picture of areas of strength and development. 

PUMA and PIRA assessments are undertaken termly from Y2-6 to support teacher assessments. 

Every child’s progress is tracked on a regular basis and pupil progress meetings are held at the end of every term. If your child is not meeting age-related expectations additional support is put in place.

	How will my child be included in activities outside the classroom including school trips?
	All pupils will be able to go on extra curricular visits that are planned to enhance learning. Parents/carers will be information about these visits in advance. Pupils are prepared for visits so that they know what to expect and what is expected of them.  

A risk assessment is completed by the lead teacher and all additional needs of children are taken into account. On occasion, parents/carers might be invited on the trip to support their child. 

	How accessible is the school environment?


	Ramps are available if necessary 

Use of ICT, such as digital devices, may support access.

	How will the school prepare and support my child to join the school? 


	EYFS teachers visit pre-school settings and spend time getting to know and build relationships will children.
Parents/carers are invited to induction meetings before your child starts school.

If your child has any additional needs, pre-school setting invite our SENCO to review meetings that occur in the summer term.

EYFS teachers are given any relevant information about the child from their current key worker.

If your child is starting mid year, the previous school will send any relevant information across and the SENCo’s will liaise with the previous school SENCo. 

	How will school prepare and support my child to transfer to secondary school?
	We will provide all the relevant information to your child’s new school concerning their additional needs.

We may organise additional visits for your child.

We may complete transition books/ create books to support your child in becoming familiar with new routines of school, e.g. Photos, maps etc.

	How are children supported with transition between year groups? 
	Children have 2 afternoons in their new classes.
Children who need additional transition will spend more time building relationships with their new class teacher.
Teachers will send “All about me” letters to their new class to support relationship building.

	How will I be involved in supporting my child?


	You will be invited to any discussions/meetings with outside agencies if and when necessary.

You will receive a copy of any notes, observations and reports that the outside agencies write. 

You will be invited to attend review meetings and complete parent/carer views form.  

You will have a copy of your child’s targets so that you can support your child outside of school.

	What measures are there to prevent bullying?
	We have a range of strategies to reduce bullying, raise awareness of bullying and support victims and those displaying bullying behaviour including: 

Consistent promotion of the school’s behaviour policy which requires all pupils to respect the rights of others.
Training for staff on our behaviour policy.
Supervision by our team at lunch times and breaktimes.
Safeguarding and inclusion meetings held regularly.
Swift and decisive action by SLT.
Internet safety education is delivered to all year groups, including online bullying.
Mobile phones are not allowed in school.
The celebration of all pupils’ backgrounds and cultures through assemblies, circle times, curriculum projects and curriculum coverage. 

The Equalities Policy is updated and available. 

Pupils discuss and explore bullying issues during circle time, PSHE sessions, through curriculum projects.
Effective school recording systems using CPOMS. 

Work with multi-agency teams including police as appropriate. 

Honest and open discussions with the parents of any pupils involved in bullying.
Challenging sexual content within verbal abuse, specifically homophobic and gender abuse/discrimination. 

Including protected characteristics as part of our curriculum.
