	The impact will be that school lunchtime clubs improve social inclusion, skill development, and a positive school environment. They will help students connect with their peers and contribute to their overall well-being and academic success. By fostering a sense of community and belonging, lunchtime clubs will play a crucial role in enhancing the school experience for all students.

After school Physical activity club will shape the child and the future they may have, not just in their bodies but in their mental health too.

After school clubs will impact children by them being active and as a way to unwind. After school clubs will reduce a child’s time spent at home, where they may be left to their own devices, developing unhealthy habits. From eating sugary snack foods to spending their time gaming or on social media, after school clubs give them a place to unwind alongside healthy habits.

The impact will be one a child one of lifelong character traits such as discipline, time management, and teamwork in something as simple as sport after school.
